Admission Requirements

Applicant should have a foreign nationality and satisfy all the following requirments.

1. Those who have completed all junior and high school requirements according to school education
systems in their residing countries outside Japan, who have qualified for admission to a university, and
who have completed more than 12 years of school; or those who have an education equivalent to the

above.

2. Those who reside outside Japan. (Those who reside in Japan are not eligible to apply.)
3. Those who have a score of 240 or higher on the 2023 or 2024 (June) EJU (Japanese language
score of maximum 400 excluding the "writing" section) conducted outside Japan.
